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The Commercial Fisheries Division's budget is 68% GF. Fisheries tax revenues are
not tracked with a distinct fund code, but are desposited into the general fund.
Commercial vessel licensing and permit fee revenues are tracked as Commercial
Fisheries Entry Commission (CFEC) funds, and reflected as Designated General
Funds (DGF). Changes in funding levels for this allocation reflect changes in
service levels related to commercial fisheries surveys and assessments. The GF
budget has increased by $201.2 from the FY15 MgtPIn to FY25 Gov (0.4%).

In FY23, the legislature realigned fund sources in the new Anchorage and Fairbanks Hatchery
appropriation, replacing $4.6 million of Fed and $0.2 million FG funds with $4.8 million UGF & GF Match.
