In the FY25 Governor's budget request, 61% DOT&PF budget goes to personal services, up from 

57.4% in FY15 Management Plan. The FY23 Management Plan includes $20 million of UGF backfill 

language for AMHS reflected on the miscellaneous line. The FY24 Management Plan has $10 

million in UGF backfill language.  The FY25 Governor's request has none.
