General Funds in the Criminal Division have increased by $17 million
(27%) between FY15 and FY25 Gov. Approximately $15 million of this
increase has occurred since FY21. Significant increases since FY21
include:

- FY22 - $2.3 million for 19 new positions, including 10 attorneys and 9
support staff funded at 75%;

- FY23 - $2.5 million for retention bonuses and the additional 25%
funding from FY22;

- FY25Gov - $5 million total including 12 positions related to consent
law changes, 11 positions including new investigators, attorneys for drug
caseload increase and increased grand jury proceedings, and 23
temporary positions for internship program.

In the Civil Division, general funds are nearly the same from FY15 to
FY25Gov, yet have increased significantly from the low of FY21.
Beginning in FY22, a total of $11.5 million has been appropriated for

statehood defense efforts. $6.5 million of that was appropriated
prior to FY24. Of that amount, $1.2 million is being carried forward
into the FY25 budget implying that a total of $5.3 million has been

expended. For FY24, there is $6.2 million of available expenditure
authority and the FY25Gov budget includes a request for $2 million
per year over the next 3 years.
